Presentation title: Implementation of blended learning in foreign language teaching in Russian secondary school (based on the
questionnaire data)

Abstract: Due to the current epidemiological situation, Russian teachers turned to blended learning, which has been quite successfully
practiced in the foreign education system for several decades. Setting ourselves the task of developing a step-by-step algorithm for the
introduction of blended learning in foreign language lessons, it is necessary to study the current experience of using blended learning by
foreign language teachers in educational institutions of Russia. The results of a questioning of foreign language teachers from 14 subjects
of Russian Federation will be presented. 881 respondents answered the blended learning questionnaire. Based on the results of the survey,
it can be concluded that the majority of foreign language teachers in general education schools consider blended learning to be a necessary
part of the system in changing living conditions, however, there is a need to develop methodological recommendations that will algorithmize
the use of blended learning in foreign language lessons in a general education school.

Presentation title: TBLT: The Principles of Task-Based Language Teaching Task Design

Abstract: Task-Based Language Teaching is becoming increasingly recognized as an effective way, if not the most effective way, to teach
languages. It does something traditional approaches do not: it closes the gap between language knowledge and language usage. In brain
terms, this means training cognitive control, the part of our brain that turns goals into actions. The presenter, a TBLT textbook author for
major publishers, will define the TBLT and offer some key principles for TBLT task design. The principles provide guidance in engaging
students, controlling language targets, and solving typical class management problems, such as keeping learners in the target language. He
will also ask you to engage in an entertaining TBLT activity, solving a mystery.

Presentation title: Activities to promote student well-being in the classroom

Abstract: "Teachers are fundamental agents of change in bringing emotion into the classroom. Attending to the emotional life of the
classroom learning community fosters closer connections between teacher and students. In turn, closer connections support a calm and safe
environment where optimal learning conditions are formed through the development of emotional intelligence. Optimal conditions are
when teachers and learners develop a relationship (attachment style) that is both secure and healthy (Cozolino, 2014). Teachers are able to
achieve this by supplying models of behavior, promoting harmony, and helping form habits of excellence with learners. This presentation
then will focus on these three points that draw on the theory of attachment styles (Bowlby, 1988). We will explore how teachers can use
physical imitation, emotional attunement (mirroring), emotional contagion, and take note of attitude in the classroom. The presenter will
offer suggestions for practical action and activity in the classroom that nurtures a secure attachment style. - Mind Brain and Education"
